1. About Course Auditing Students

Those who wish to audit courses offered by this Graduate School may be admitted as course auditing students,
in case they do not interfere with the studies of enrolled students and are recognized as having a university
degree or equivalent academic ability to take the relevant courses.

Applicants must submit an application form specifying the courses they wish to audit to the Dean of the
Graduate School and obtain permission.

The enrollment period is one year. However, extensions may be granted upon request. In such cases, a
request for an extension of the enrollment period must be submitted one month prior to the end of the
enrollment period. The total enrollment period may not exceed two years.

Course auditing is limited to "lectures", and applicants are generally required to have prior knowledge of
basic courses. (Refer to the attached "List of Eligible Courses".) Auditing seminars and experiments for
specialized courses is generally not permitted. In addition, teaching-related courses are generally limited
to graduates of this Graduate School.

<Auditing Teaching Practice (Junior High/High School)>

Individuals who have graduated from this university (undergraduate or graduate), who have completed the
university's Teaching Practice, and who have earned all the credits necessary to obtain a teaching license,
except for Teaching Practice and Teaching Practice Exercise, may audit the Teaching Practice course.
However, auditing of subject-specific courses may be permitted only if the student has confirmed the
registration of any missing credits.

For inquiries about the necessity of attending "Teaching Practice", please contact the Academic Affairs
Section of this Graduate School.

Upon passing the required examinations after auditing a course, students may earn credits. Upon request,
an "Academic Transcript & Certificate of Completion" will be issued to prove earned credits.

Course auditors are not eligible for student discounts. However, they may enroll in Personal Accident
Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research (“Gakkensai”) and General Liability Insurance
for Students “Gakkenbai” (or Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Coupled with “Gakkensai”
for International Students “Inbound futai-gakuso™) provided by the Japan International Education
Support Foundation.

2. Application Procedures

(1) Before submitting the application form, applicants must obtain the approval stamp of the instructor
of the courses they wish to audit. For university-wide general education courses, please follow the
instructions provided separately.

(2) Submit the following application documents to the Graduate School of Life Sciences Office
(Academic Affairs Section: 1st floor, Life Sciences Project Research Laboratory building (D04),
Katahira Campus):

a. Application form (designated form)

b. Application fee 9,800 JPY
After transferring the fee to the designated bank account, please attach proof of payment to the
"Application Fee Payment Confirmation Form" and submit it. Please refer to the form for bank
account information. Cash payments will not be accepted at the office.



c. Certificate of (expected) graduation or completion (from most recent university or graduate school)
d. Certificate of application permission (for those currently employed, issued by department head, free
format)

e. Certificate of residence “Jyuminhyo” (without personal number) from the ward office (only for
foreign nationals residing in Japan for more than 90 days)

3. Selection Method and Notification of Results

(1) The selection will be made based on the application materials.
(2) The applicant will be notified directly of the results of the selection.

4. Enrollment Procedures

Details of the enrollment procedures will be notified along with the selection results. Please complete the
procedures by the specified deadline.

Please note that both the entrance fee and tuition fees for the current semester must be paid at the time of
enrollment.
