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Application Guide for Undergraduate and Graduate Research
Students for 2026 Academic Year

1. About Undergraduate Research Students and Graduate Research Students

Those who wish to conduct research on a particular theme may be admitted as undergraduate research
students or graduate research students after selection if there are no issues at the Graduate School.

(1) The period of enrollment for undergraduate research students and graduate research students is one year
or less (within an academic year).

However, those who wish to continue their enrollment may be allowed to extend their research period. In
this case, please submit the application for an extension of the research period at least one month prior to
the end of your current enrollment period.

(2) International graduate research students who wish to attend (audit) graduate school courses related to
their research topics may be allowed to do so after a review process.

(3) A “Certificate of Research” may be issued upon request.

(4) Undergraduate and graduate research students are not eligible for Gakuwari (student travel discount).
However, research students may enroll in the following insurance plans provided by the Japan
International Education Support Foundation: Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing
Education and Research (Gakkensai) and General Liability Insurance for Students (Gakkenbai) (or the
Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Coupled with Gakkensai for International Students, also
known as Inbound futai-gakuso).

2. Admission Requirements

(1) Undergraduate Research Students
a. Those who have graduated from university
b. Those who have graduated from a junior college or a school of equivalent or higher level and
have completed the relevant courses.
c. Those who have been recognized by the Graduate School as having academic ability equivalent
to or superior to that of the above two categories.

(2) Graduate Research Students
a. Those who have a master's degree
b. b. Those who have graduated from a university course in medicine, dentistry, pharmacy, or
veterinary medicine.
c.  Those who have been recognized by the Graduate School as having academic ability equivalent to
or superior to that of the above two categories.

3. Application Procedures

(1) Before submitting documents for screening, applicants must obtain approval for admission from their
prospective academic advisor (the advisor's signature or seal is required in the approval section of the
application form).

(2) Submit the following application documents to the Academic Affairs Section of the Graduate School of
Life Sciences Office (1st floor, Life Sciences Project Research Laboratory building (D04), Katahira
Campus).

a.  Application form (designated form)

b.  Application fee: 9,800 yen

* After transferring the fee to the designated bank account, please attach proof of payment to the
“Application Fee Payment Confirmation Form” and submit it.. Please refer to the form for bank
account information. Cash payments will not be accepted at the office. Please contact us for more
information about the payment method for those who are not currently residing in Japan.

c. Certificate of (expected) graduation or completion (from the most recent university or graduate




school attended)
d. Certificate of residence “Jyuminhyo” (without your Personal Number), from the ward office
(required only for foreign nationals residing in Japan for more than 90 days)
e.  Applicants who are currently employed and wish to enroll while still working must submit the
following documents:
- A letter of agreement from the applicant stating that they will be supervised by a faculty member for
their personal research.
- A certificate from the head of the company stating that the applicant is not being sent for the purpose
of the company's business activities, and that the applicant's enrollment as a research student while
still employed is acceptable.

Application Period

First (Spring) Semester: Until February 13, 2026 (Fri) (excluding Saturdays and Sundays)
Second (Fall) Semester: Until August 7, 2026 (Fri) (excluding Saturdays and Sundays)

* Applicants who need a Japanese visa should submit their documents at least 3 months prior to the enrollment date to
allow sufficient time for the visa application process.

4. Selection Method and Notification of Results

(1) The selection will be made based on the application materials.
(2) The applicant will be notified directly of the results of the selection.

5. Enrollment Procedures

Details of the enrollment procedures will be notified along with the selection results. Please complete the
procedures by the specified deadline. Please note that both the entrance fee and three months of tuition for the
relevant semester must be paid at the time of enrollment.
® Entrance fee: 84,600 JPY
®  Tuition fee: 29,700 JPY per month (to be paid every three months). Details will be provided at the
time of enrollment procedures

6. Handling of Personal Information

(1) Personal information collected by Tohoku University is strictly protected in accordance with the "Act on
the Protection of Personal Information (Act No. 57 of 2003)" and other laws and regulations and is
handled in accordance with the "Personal Information Protection Regulations of Tohoku University
National University Corporation" and other related regulations of Tohoku University for the protection
of personal information.

(2) Personal information such as exam results used for admission selection will be used for the following
purposes: selection of applicants, admission procedures, pre-admission education, follow-up surveys,
student support after admission (scholarships, tuition waiver, health care, etc.), educational purposes
such as academic guidance, and tuition related matters, as well as for surveys (improvement of entrance
examinations, research, analysis of application trends, etc.) and research. (For admitted students, this
includes post-admission analysis of personal information.)

(3) Insome cases, work related to admissions and academic affairs may be performed by companies
contracted by the University (hereinafter referred to as "trustee"). In the event that all or part of personal
information is provided to a trustee company for outsourcing, necessary measures will be taken to
ensure that the information is handled appropriately in accordance with the "Personal Information
Protection Regulations of Tohoku University National University Corporation” and other relevant
regulations of Tohoku University.

(4) By applying to the Graduate School, applicants are considered to have agreed to the above statement.
